Course Description (ISBE ID: 18998A002): This course is designed to establish knowledge and skills in various agricultural careers.  Students will gain credit by establishing a project at their home, at a local business, or at their school usually after normal school hours.  Example projects may include, but are not limited to:  working at a garden center, raising vegetables/grain/livestock, conducting agriscience experiments in a greenhouse, and training horses at a stable.  Students will be required to verify their experiences by keeping written or computerized records including:  business agreements, budgets, inventories, daily activities, hours worked, income and expenses, total earnings, depreciation, and net worth.  Instructor supervision will be conducted to the student’s home or place of employment.    SAE records should be evaluated at least once per month.   In addition, SAE lessons are integrated in each agricultural course.  SAE participation can lead to fulltime employment, scholarships, and awards through the FFA.
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
