I am very pleased that more than 25 1st year teachers have elected to take advantage of the opportunity to enroll in the Ag Ed 499 graduate course.  FCAE contracts with the University of Illinois to offer this course for free to all beginning agriculture teachers in Illinois.  This past year we only had a total of 13 Ag Ed graduates who accepted a teaching position which resulted in the necessity of filling a total of 19 secondary Ag Ed teaching positions with “provisionally” licensed teachers.
