Comments/Observations


The shortage of agriculture teachers continues to be our number 1 concern as it relates to agricultural education.  This past year we had 85 teaching vacancies, 28 teachers who left the profession, hired 20 teachers with an alternative license (license with stipulations), and had 21 new graduates in Ag Ed from the four Universities (only 14 took positions in Ag Ed).  The FCAE staff completes numerous tasks throughout the year to address Teacher Recruitment and Retention, but our cornerstone project is the annual Elite conference.  This year’s Elite conference was held at the IAA Building in Bloomington and included more than 110 high school students who all hopefully choose to acquire a degree in agricultural education.
