Commentary

As a result of No Child Left Behind legislation, all teachers of core academic subjects must be considered “highly qualified” by the end of the 2005-2006 school year.  Therefore, agriculture teachers who are teaching agriculture classes for academic credit must be considered highly qualified.  It appears that agricultural education teachers will be capable of becoming “highly qualified” with out too much trouble.  For most agriculture teachers, the best way to become highly qualified will be to pass the state certification exam in the subject area or qualify with 100 points under the Illinois HOUSSE (high objective uniform state standard of evaluation).
